In July I helped out Pastor Konstantin Subbotin, dean of the Ural district of our Church with 3 Childrenõs 4-day Bible-English 

language programs.  I got to revisit the parish in Kazan, speak at the English club at the parish in Cheboksar, and help lead 2 

more childrenõs programs, one in Oshkar Ola and the other in Birsk.  We are planning a longer 6 day childrenõs program this 

month in Nizhniy Novgorod which will be led and supported by a group of 12 Canadian Lutherans (from 3 different parishes), 

it was good experience for me.    

All of this underlines for me the need we have in Russia for Lutheran Schools.  In the U.S. it seems we take them for granted, 

but historically parish schools have always had a place in Lutheranism.  Before the Communist Revolution in Russia, the Luther-

an Church had a bit over 2,000 schools.  Now, counting our seminary, the German Church seminary, and the Siberian Luther-

an Church Seminary, we have 3 ð and none for children.  This is why these summer programs are especially important.   Bless-

ings, Leif.

What is a steward? Most people will say a steward is a manager.  

That is correct, but it is only half right. A steward is indeed a manager, but he 

is a manager of what does not belong to him. Someone else is the owner, and 

the steward manages the ownerõs property on the ownerõs behalf.  

We are Godõs stewards. Our stewardship is that God has made us managers of 

what belongs to Him:  

òFor we brought nothing into this world, and we cannot take anything out of 

the worldó (1 Tim. 6:7)  

Everything that we have and everything that we are comes from Godõs father-

ly divine goodness and mercy. God is the owner.  

This is not only because He created all things; He is also the redeemer. He has 

redeemed ð that is, purchased ð and won all things. Therefore, it all belongs to 

Him.  

We are simply managers of everything in this world. Like Joseph in Egypt, we 

are put in charge of managing what belongs to God. What a privilege.  

Think about that for a minute. The all -knowing, all -powerful, all -wise God 

has asked us to manage his possessions on His behalf here on earth.  

And by doing this, He invites us to take part in the allocation of His good 

gifts. He wants us to give our input and advise Him in where His gifts are to be 

used. What a privilege indeed. 

But what a responsibility!  

òEveryone to whom much was given, of him much will be requiredó (Luke 

12:48b).

We are not the owners. And while He puts us as managers, we are still to do with His property what He wants 

done with it. That means we need to know what He desires and wills for His property.  

How do we know this? How can we know the will and mind of God?  

We find the will of God in the Bible. There God tells us what His will is for all of His gifts. He tells us how we 

are to spend our time and use our talents and treasures. He instructs us in the use of our minds, bodies, and 

souls.  

There is nothing we have that doesnõt belong to Him. 

òOr do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have from God? 

You are not your own, for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your bodyó (1 Cor. 6:19ð20). 

God informs us of the big picture, the overarching policy, of how we as His stewards ð managers and custodi-

ans ð are to manage His property.  

And that is stewardship. It is simply doing what God wants us to do with what He has given us. 

As St. Paul said, 

òDo not present your members to sin as instruments for unrighteousness, but present yourselves to God as 

those who have been brought from death to life, and your members to God as instruments for righteous-

nessó (Rom. 6:13).  

So, letõs dive into Godõs Word, and listen to what He desires from His stewards.

Vincent Lambert, a former nurse in a 

cognitively disabled condition after a 

motorcycle accident in 2008, died 

July 11 in Reims, France. He was de-

prived of food and hydration for 

nine days before his death. He was 

42. The case involved what was con-

sidered to be a case of euthanasia 

without explicit consent. The family 

was involved in years of legal battles 

over his fate. On June 28, Franceõs 

highest appeal court ordered that 

treatment and care, including food 

and fluid, be withdrawn from Lam-

bert. Mr. Lambertõs parents com-

mented, òThis time itõs over,ó after 

their sonõs death was confirmed by 

the parentsõ legal counsel, Jean Pail-

lot. (Euthanasia Prevention Coalition, 

CLR LifeWire, 7/11/19) The world-

renowned Cleveland Clinic medical 

center announced on July 9 that it 

had delivered, in June, the first baby 

in North America born after a womb 

transplant from a dead donor. The 

mother, who is in her mid -30s, took 

part in a groundbreaking research 

trial involving 10 women with uter-

ine factor infertility. Women who 

have UFI donõt have a uterus, or had 

their uterus removed, so they arenõt 

able to get pregnant. (Cleveland
